LES EXPORTACIONS TEXTILS DE LA XINA A DEBAT

L’Organitzacié Mundial del Comer¢ (OMC) arriba a un acord amb la Xina per la seva
progressiva integracio en aguest organisme i, en consequencia, la seva participacio
al comer¢c mundial, importacions-exportacions, incloent l'eliminacié de traves
proteccionistes i aranzels.

Aquesta etapa transitoria acabava I'1 de gener de 2005. A partir d’aquesta data, els
productes téxtils xinesos s’exporten de manera intensiva a tots els mercats i, en
concret als de la UE i a I'espanyol. Per la seva ma d’obra barata i per la seva
moneda artificialment devaluada, situen als mercats productes amb uns preus
impossibles d’igualar. Basti indicar que només en camises i peces similars, durant
el primer trimestre de 2005, respecte al mateix periode de I'any passat les seves
exportacions varen augmentar un 534%. Els sueéters i similars, un 413%. Podriem
continuar. Logicament, aguesta realitat implica un tancament progressiu de les
fabriques de productes téxtils a la UE i, en concret a Espanya.

Al mateix temps, aquesta activitat economica exportadora ha significat la
implantaciéo de comercos a les ciutats europees i espanyoles, regits normalment per
xinesos. Aquesta planta comercial intensiva representa una situacié critica,
basicament pel petit comerc tradicional.

Aixecades tots els senyals d’alarma, la Uni6 Europea ha obert una investigacio de
salvaguarda per intentar analitzar si aquesta exportacié massiva de productes
textils es fa seguint totes les normes del mercat.

A continuacio incloem la documentacié basica que permet tenir una major
informaci6é sobre aguesta tematica.
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El 75% de las empresas
mundiales utilizara
proveedores chinos en 2009

MADRID.- La expansion del mercado chino en casi todos
los sectores industriales continuara disparandose. El 72%
de las empresas utilizaran proveedores chinos.

Segun este estudio, en 1999 el 30% de las empresas se
abastecian de compafias chinas, pero este porcentaje se
ha disparado en los ultimos seis afios y continuara asi hasta
2009, cuando sean tres de cada cuatro las que utilicen
productos procedentes de este pais asiatico.

Sin embargo, China no es el Unico pais cuyas empresas
continuaran expandiéndose en los proximos afnos. Asi, el
porcentaje de compainiias que utilizan proveedores indios se
triplicara entre 1999 y 2009, alcanzando el 50%.

Europa del Este, en segundo lugar

Por encima de India se situaran dentro de cuatro afos los
proveedores de los paises de Europa del Este, que
alcanzarian a casi el 60% del total de empresas mundiales.

El informe de la consultora muestra también las intenciones
de las empresas europeas en su empefno por reducir
costes.



En este sentido, el estudio sefiala que las compaiiias de
Europa Occidental reduciran sus proveedores del viejo
continente, de Estados Unidos y de Japdn, y los sustituira
por los de China, India y el sureste asiatico.

Por su parte, la utilizacion de proveedores de otros paises,
como Europa Oriental o Latinoamérica, se mantendra en
niveles parecidos a los actuales.

Cronologia del conflicto textil

MADRID.- Desde que vencié el sistema global de cuotas
comerciales a principios de ano, la apertura de los mercados
occidentales a la produccion textil china ha protagonizado un
intercambio de amenazas vy criticas.

2 de mayo de 2005: La Comision Europea intenta llegar a un
acuerdo amistoso con China sobre las importaciones.

5 de mayo de 2005: China critica la propuesta de Estados Unidos
de poner cuotas a las importaciones de textiles.

14 de mayo de 2005: China amenaza a Estados Unidos con
responder a las trabas a la importacion de ropa.

La Comisién ha obtenido informacién sobre la evolucién de las
importaciones de determinados productos textiles procedentes
de la Republica Popular China (en lo sucesivo, da RPC»), la cual
parece exigir la apertura de una investigacion acerca de la posi-
bilidad de invocar las disposiciones especiales de salvaguardia
para los productos textiles originarios de la RPC, en virtud de
lo previsto en el articulo 10 bis del Reglamento (CEE) ne
3030/93 del Consejo ().

Chinese textiles imports investigation: use of the urgency procedure
Brussels, 17 May 2005

EU Trade Commissioner Peter Mandelson announced on 17 May 2005 that he will
propose that the European Commission launch formal consultations with China
for two of the nine categories of textile imports from China currently under
investigation: T-shirts and flax yarn. This procedure is defined in the Textile

Specific Safeguard Clause written into China’s 2001 Protocol of Accession to the
WTO.

Why has the Commission decided to propose the use of the urgency procedure?

The Commission is currently undertaking a market disruption investigation into a surge in
textiles exports from China in nine categories of textiles products. These investigations
were launched on April 29 and are scheduled to last a maximum of sixty days. In two of
those nine categories evidence of serious damage has become so clear that the Trade
Commissioner believes it is necessary to advance immediately to formal consultations with
the Chinese. The guidelines that the Commission published on April 6 for the use of the
Textiles-Specific Safeguard Clause written into China’s 2001 Accession Protocol to the WTO
allow for this if, even before the investigation is completed, it is deemed obvious that
serious market disruption and irreparable damage to EU industry would occur if action is
delayed.

What form does that evidence take in this case?

The Commission’s investigation has found evidence suggesting a risk of irreparable
damage for two product categories: T-shirts (Category 4) and flax yarn (Category 115). In
these two product categories, import volumes from China for the January-April period of
this year have risen by 187% for T-shirts and 56% for flax yarn compared with the same

period in 2004. For T-shirts, import prices have decreased by 36 % over the same period
of time.

Data gathered during the investigation points to a dramatic deterioration of the situation of
the Community industry in terms of production, profitability and employment. Initial
production data for T-Shirts suggest sharp drops in production in Greece, Portugal and
Slovenia - of 12%, 30-50% and 8% respectively. Traditional suppliers of T-Shirts such as
Morocco, Tunisia and Romania have seen their exports displaced, with drops in imports to
the EU of 8%, 22% and 29% respectively. The sudden surge of T-shirt imports is also
damaging the textiles sectors of several vulnerable developing countries. In particular
exports of tshirts to the EU from Pakistan, Sri Lanka and Bangladesh have dropped by
36%, 25% and 9 % respectively since the beginning of the year.

As a result, China’s share of the EU’'s market for T-shirts have raised from 7% in 2004 to
18% in 2005 over a three- month period.

In 2004, the EU imported 2.65 billion T-shirts worth 6.5bn euro, of which 191 million came
from China at a value of 515 m euro. In the first four months of 2005, EU T-shirt imports
from China totalled 243 million pieces, an increase of 159 million pieces over the same
period of 2004, which is more than half of the yearly EU production of T-shirts.



For flax yarn (category 115) production across Europe has fallen by 25%, turnover by 25%
and employment by 13% on the same period in 2004.

For this product, China’s share of EU’s market has increased from 7% in 2004 to 13% in
2005 over a three- month period.

In 2004 the EU imported 9,924 tons of flax yarn, worth 58m euro, of which 27.5% came
from China. In the first quarter of 2005, imports from China reached 1.788 tons, and its
share of total imports already at the end of February reached 45 %. This came at the
expense of suppliers such as India (- 67 % of exports to the EU in the first quarter of 05)
and Morocco (- 30 % of exports to the EU in the first quarter).

What happens now?

A proposal to launch formal consultations with China for T-shirts and flax yarn will be
presented to the College of Commissioners, following an inter-service consultation. It
would be then discussed with Member States in the Textiles Committee. With the
Committee’s assent a letter would be dispatched requesting formal consultations with
China. This process could be completed before the end of May.

What is required of China ?

On receipt of the formal consultation request, China is required by the Textiles-Specific
Safeguard Clause in its 2001 Protocol of Accession to the WTO to introduce self restrictions
on exports. These restrictions should hold the rate of growth of its exports in the relevant
product categories to that of the first twelve of the fourteen months preceding the launch
of formal consultations plus 7.5%. If China fails to introduce self-restrictions within 15
days from the initiation of the formal consultations (i.e. from the date of receipt of the
formal consultation request by China) then the Commission can, in consultation with the
Textiles Committee, act to remedy the situation by imposing interim import growth
restrictions at the same level. Formal consultations would last no more than 90 days. At
the end of the consultation period, if no mutually satisfactory remedy is achieved, and if it
has not already done so, the Commission can, with the agreement of Member States,
launch safeguard measures. These measures would take the form defined above.

What is the basis for the calculation of the quantitative import limit?

If it were the case that formal consultations with China were triggered in the month of
May, quantitative limits would be calculated on the basis of the 10 last months of 2004 and
the first 2 months of this year - plus 7.5 percent: (ie: the period March 2004 until end of
February 2005 + 7.5%)

How long can safeguards be used?

Under the terms of the Textiles-Specific Safeguard Clause import restrictions put in place
before October 2005 can only remain in force until December 31 2005. However, they can
be renewed. The TSSC only permits such measures to be used until the end of 2008. The
measures are designed to give EU industry time to adapt to the changed levels of
competition.

What is happening in the other seven categories under investigation?

Those investigations are ongoing, and can last a maximum of sixty days from April 29. The
Commission is committed to completing them without delay. For the two categories
proposed for the urgency procedure, the investigations will continue during the
consultation period. Other categories of textiles where import surges are close to “alert
levels”, as set out in the Commission Guidelines, remain under close surveillance.

Annex 1: Extract from the Commission’s Guidelines for the use of the Textiles-Specific
Safeguard Clause: OJ C 101/02 of 27.04.05, paragraph 5 (e) Decisions and procedures in
case of extreme urgency

“In circumstances where delay would cause damage which it would be difficult to repair,
the Commission may, after a preliminary determination that imports threaten to impede
the orderly development of trade, request directly formal consultations with China without
an investigation, or before the investigation is completed. This could be the case in
particular if there is a surge of imports of such a significant magnitude that it is deemed
obvious that the orderly development of trade & threatened and that such imports will
cause significant material injury to the Community industry if action is not taken. Such
request shall be made after consultation with the Textile Committee, in accordance with
the procedures set out in Article 17 of Council Regulation (EEC) No 3030/93.”

EU proposes WTO consultations with China on two textile

productcategories
Brussels, 17 May 2005

EU Trade Commissioner Peter Mandelson is today proposing to the
Commission that it launch formal consultations with China for two of the nine
categories of textile imports from China currently under investigation: T-
shirts and flax yarn. In view of the seriousness of market disruption in these
categories, formal consultations need to begin immediately. These
consultations will involve urgent discussions between China and the EU on
how best to limit growth in Chinese exports in these categories. Under WTO
rules, incorporated into China’s accession protocol to the WTO, China is
expected to use this period of consultation to propose means to manage the
surge in its exports. Only if China does not take effective action will the
Commission propose temporary limits on the growth of Chinese exports in the
categories concerned in 2005.

On 29 April, the Commission opened investigations of nine categories of Chinese
textiles exports to the EU. While these investigations can take up to 60 days, the
procedure allows for urgent consultations with China within the WTO to be triggered
for any product where import surges and the threat of immediate damage to the
Community industry are very high.

The Commission’s investigation has revealed that imports from China in the first
months of this year have risen by 187% for T-shirts (category 4) and 56% for flax
yarn (category 115), compared with the same period in 2004. Furthermore, the
investigation also points to a dramatic deterioration of production, profitability and
employment in the Community industry in these categories. For T-shirts produced in
Greece, Portugal and Slovenia there has been a production drop of 12%, 30-50% and
8% respectively. For flax yarn, production across Europe has fallen by 25%, turnover
by 25% and employment by 13% on the same period in 2004.

This sudden surge of imports is also damaging the textiles sectors of several
vulnerable developing countries. In particular exports of T-shirts to the EU from
Pakistan, Sri Lanka and Bangladesh have dropped by 37%, 25% and 9% respectively
since the beginning of the year.

The consultation procedure requires China to act to remedy the situation by slowing
the growth of its exports in these categories to the level of the first twelve of the
previous fourteen months, plus 7.5%. These limits would be effective until the end of
2005.

Discussions have been taking place with China to address this problem and are still on-
going. Following a first set of measures taken by China at the beginning of 2005 which
have so far had no appreciable effect, China last week announced that it would
introduce new strong measures which would have effect in one month.

The Commission awaits full details of those measures. The effect of any new measures
will be taken into account in the consultation procedure and would influence the
Commission’s decision whether or not, in due course, to impose safeguard measures.

Under the conditions set out in China’s 2001 Protocol of Accession to the WTO, special
textile-specific safeguard measures can only be taken temporarily until the end of
2008.



China pone freno a la exportacion de
textiles y espera ganar tiempo para
revaluar el yuan

La decision china de restringir sus exportaciones textiles parece tener un objetivo mas
amplio que el de aplacar un conflicto comercial que se estaba intensificando. Pekin podria
estar tratando de impedir dafios mas graves que sufriria su economia si tiene lugar una
excesiva presion mundial para que frene mas de sus voluminosas exportaciones.

Cediendo a la presion de Estados Unidos y Europa, China impuso aranceles del 400%
sobre algunas de sus exportaciones textiles.

El anuncio podria disminuir la friccion generada por el auge de las exportaciones textiles
chinas con dos de los mayores socios comerciales del pais asiatico. La decision de Pekin
sera analizada probablemente en una reunion de los miembros de la Unidén Europea para
decidir como reaccionar ante el aumento de las exportaciones chinas de textiles.

Estados Unidos, por su parte, adopt6 una serie de medidas para contener las
importaciones de textiles chinos.

Méas alla del impacto a corto plazo de las restricciones chinas, los analistas sefialan que la
decisidn podria tener repercusiones mas amplias para Pekin. Para empezar, dicen, las
medidas podrian acelerar la modernizacion del sector textil chino, que sigue fabricando
ropa para el mundo pero desarrolla pocos disefios 0 marcas. Las medidas también
podrian dar mas tiempo a los lideres chinos para alterar su régimen cambiario.

"El gran desafio de China es lograr una revaluacion significativa de la moneda", dice Qu
Hongbin, economista para China de HSBC. "Los riesgos no solo radican en frenar las
exportaciones, sino la mayor competencia de las importaciones en los sectores mas
fragiles, como los productos agricolas".Qu y otros opinan que, al ceder en el terreno de
los textiles ahora, Pekin podria creer que esta ganando tiempo para realizar su reforma
cambiaria.

El yuan permanece atado a un dolar estadounidense débil, lo que los criticos dicen que
hace que los bienes chinos sean artificialmente baratos en el exterior. Una moneda china
mas fuerte también podria comprar bienes en el extranjero.

Pero los agricultores chinos, que constituyen el sector mas populoso del pais, no estan
bien preparados para la competencia global.



INCREMENTOS DEL 400%
China subira las tarifas a la

exportacion en 74 categorias de
productos textiles

MADRID | PEKIN.- China ha anunciado que subira las
tarifas a la exportacion de 74 categorias de productos
textiles desde principios del mes de junio debido a las
tensiones con Estados Unidos y la Union Europea (UE) por
los bajos costes de importacion de textiles chinos.

Esto significara un incremento del 400% en las tarifas a la
exportacion de la mayoria de estos productos, que desde el
primero de enero estan sujetos a una tasa media del 1,3%,
agrego la fuente.

Mientras, el Unico candidato a la direccion general de la
OMC, Pascal Lamy, dijo que China ha decidido "frenar sus
exportaciones de textiles" para evitar la puesta en marcha
de medidas de salvaguarda por parte de Estados Unidos y
la Unidn Europea (UE).

Preguntado sobre si es preciso aplicar clausulas de
salvaguarda, Lamy dijo que su posicion de candidato a
director general de la Organizacion Mundial del Comercio
(OMC) le obliga a "cierta neutralidad" en este tema, pero
recalco que "hay que saber que existen reglas del juego y
no es la ley de la selva".

Calmar los temores



Con esta medida, intenta China calmar los temores de
Estados Unidos y la Unidn Europea, que en los ultimos dias
reiteraron la necesidad de poner freno a la avalancha de
productos textiles chinos hacia sus mercados.

Las importaciones de textiles chinos se dispararon desde
enero, cuando se retird un sistema internacional de cuotas
gue llevaba décadas en vigor. La medida respondié a un
acuerdo comercial internacional firmado en 1994.

Pese a la eliminacion de esas cuotas, China accedio -
cuando entro a formar parte de la Organizacion Mundial de
Comercio en 2001- a dejar que sus miembros impusiesen
restricciones de emergencia sobre las importaciones de
textiles y prendas de vestir, para evitar "alteraciones en el
mercado".

Restricciones de emergencia

Por ello, desde el pasado mes de abril Estados Unidos y la
UE han intentado frenar la avalancha de productos textiles
chinos a bajo coste. Por un lado, EEUU decidio poner
restricciones de importacion a algunos textiles chinos,
mientras que UE se mantuvo mas cauto a la espera de que
China tomara una decision como la de ahora.

La Comision Europea (CE) anuncio el pasado 3 de mayo
gue intentaria negociar con el Gobierno chino una solucién
amistosa al problema de las exportaciones textiles, en
paralelo al procedimiento formal que se abri6 en la
Organizacion Mundial de Comercio (OMC).




Estados Unidos, por su parte, ha mantenido durante los
ultimos dias una "batalla" comercial de constantes criticas
con el pais asiatico, provocando la aplicacion de
restricciones de emergencia a las importaciones de textiles
chinos, con el fin de proteger a los productores
estadounidenses.

Con esta medida se intentara poner fin a un conflicto que
dura ya varios meses y, que junto a los problemas con el
sistema de tipo cambiario chino, se ha convertido en el
principal enfrentamiento entre las tres grandes potencias
mundiales
